	ORDER FOR PUBLIC HEARING

Findings:

1. A public hearing is required on the engineer’s hydraulic capacity report pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 103E.721, subd. 2. 

Order:
Based on the foregoing Findings and the entire record of proceedings before the Board, the Board, acting as the drainage authority for <name of drainage system>, hereby orders as follows:

A. A hearing on the engineer’s hydraulic capacity report shall be held on <date> at ___:___ a.m./p.m. at <location>. [Note:  The hearing must not be more than 30 days after the date of this order. Minn. Stat. § 103E.721, subd. 3. The notice may be given in conjunction with and as part of the repair report notice, but the notice must specifically state that increasing the hydraulic capacity will be considered by the drainage authority at the hearing. Minn. Stat. § 103E.721, subd. 2.] 

B. At least ten days before the hearing, the <auditor/secretary> shall give notice by mail of the time and location of the hearing to the owners of property and political subdivision likely to petitioners, owners of property, and political subdivision likely to be affected by the repair proposed in the repair report. The notice shall specifically state that increasing the hydraulic capacity will be considered by the drainage authority at the hearing.
