Wetland Replacement Vegetation Management Plan Checklist

The following checklist includes basic components of a complete vegetation management plan that is required for all WCA replacement plan applications involving project-specific replacement. All replacement plans are different, so there may be additional components that are necessary or some that are not applicable depending on the specifics of the plan.

      Project Goals & Objectives
· Plant community type goal(s) identified and quantified on the plan sheet for all replacement areas (created, restored, upland buffer)
Site Preparation

· Site preparation and seed/planting bed preparation identified (i.e. disking, raking, clearing, herbicide control, topsoiling, use of temporary cover crops, etc.)

· Invasive or exotic species control methods 

· Order and schedule of site preparation and site seed/planting bed preparation

Seed Mixes and Plant Materials

· Proposed seed mixes and other plant materials identified 

· Seed or plant supplier and origin of materials identified

· Seeding and/or planting rates identified

· Use of temporary cover crops and/or mulches

Seeding/Planting Zone Map

· Planting zone map with plant community types/seeding zones identified and quantified for all replacement areas (created, restored, upland buffer)

· Key showing where seed mixes will be installed 

Seeding/Planting Methods

· Seeding and/or planting methods identified (i.e. broadcast seeding, drilling, use of mulch, etc.)

· Timing of seeding and other planting activities identified
Vegetation Maintenance & Schedule of Activities

· Schedule of establishment and maintenance activities for the first five-years of establishment (i.e. burning, mowing, herbicide control, etc.). Schedule into the future is encouraged.

· Identification of probable invasive species and how they will be monitored and controlled

· Inspection methods and schedule for monitoring invasive species and documenting native species germination and establishment.

· Contingency plan for corrective actions for poor establishment or invasive species 

· Summary schedule of vegetation related activities
